This letter is to inform you that during the spring of 1966, a month, or two before entering the U.S. Air Force, I went to the Imperial Sand Dunes Recreation Area for my first visit. This area is also known as Glamis. .

 

At that time, my two closest friends (both deceased) and I camped in the open area that is currently behind the Glamis Beach Store  (The new store wasn't built until the mid-1980's)     

 

Wash Road, (UPRR access road)  was present and occupied the area just west of the UPRR tracks.   It wasn't in as good of condition as it is now. On several occasions, we drove on this road to access areas south of our campsite.    

 

 If memory serves me correctly, there was a UPRR office located just east of the Railroad tracks along Highway 78 and the only other building/s I found on that trip were the Old Glamis Store which burned to the ground during the 1990's.     During that time, there were only 3 phones in the “town” of Glamis    Each phone required operator assistance.    If memory serves me correctly, the phone number to the UPRR office was Glamis 1, the old Store was Glamis 2 and the pay phone was Glamis 3.    (It is possible that I have transposed the phone numbers but you get the idea)

 

During the mid-1970's I rented a camp spot behind the old store from the owners (Bill Boyd?) for $100.00 per year.   This spot provided some security for my family and was convenient to the old store, which was the “Mecca” or major gathering place for most dune buggy enthusiasts. At that time, the area was known as the “Dune Buggy Capitol of the World”    

 

During those years, I also traveled un-obstructed on Wash Road to access other areas of the dunes.

 

At no time during the past 43 years have I ever heard of the UPRR prohibiting vehicular or pedestrian access along the Wash Road.
